Structure, length and technical characteristics of a doctoral dissertation
The length of a doctoral dissertation (including the introduction and conclusion) can be around 300,000 characters with spaces, around 50,000 words. 
The structure of the dissertation should contain the following components:
· cover and title page;

· authorship statement;

· abstract (in Slovenian and English, 100-150 words in both languages and keywords in Slovenian and English (3-5 keywords), all on one page);

· table of contents (with chapters and page numbers);
· table of tables, figures or other elements of the text (with page references);
· definitions of the most common abbreviations;
· introduction (referencing the contents of the dissertation);
· theoretical framework (with a review of the selected theories, concepts and models);
· empirical part of the research (with a description of the research, data analysis, analysis of hypotheses or research questions and a discussion on the results of the analysis);
· research findings (with a description of the main findings, the confirmed and discarded hypotheses or the answers to the research questions and the suppositions and limitations of the research);
· conclusion (with a summary of the main findings);
· list of literature and sources (used and correctly documented);
· table of annexes;
· annexes.
An obligatory (final) annex of the dissertation is an expanded abstract of the dissertation of around 3,000 words. If the dissertation is written in Slovenian, the expanded abstract is in English, if the dissertation is written in English then the expanded abstract is in Slovenian.
The technical, form and linguistic features of the dissertation must be in accordance with the Basic guidelines for forming professional works at ISSBS (SOP_BGFPW) and the Basic guidelines for using scientific apparatus at ISSBS (SOP_BGUSA). The student is responsible for the technical, form, linguistic and grammatical suitability of the dissertation.

The dissertation should be of a portrait A4 format, printed double-sided with a dark blue cover and silver letters.
